A vouth is anvbody between the ages of 18-35 vears;
. The nomination of the delegates is to be done by a State youth body or State Miniswry of

Youth and Sports, where such a body does not exist; and

6. The process of nomination must be consultative, inclusive, fair and transparent.

Take further notice that the list shall be jointly endorsed by the State Minister of Youth and Sports
and the Governor or Chief Administrator.
